ABSTRACT

FIRST-LEVEL HEADING - TEXT OF THE MANUSCRIPT 

The margins of the manuscript are as follows: Top, 2 cm; bottom, 2 cm; left, 2 cm; right, 2 cm; binding, 0 cm; header, 2 cm; footer, 2 cm. The body of the text must be justified at both margins.

The space between lines must be single; the space between paragraphs, one blank line.

The first-level heading must be UPPER CASE LETTERS BOLD, left-justified, and one blank line from the preceding text. 

Second-level heading and other headings

The second-level heading and other headings: first letter upper case and bold, left-justified, and placed also one blank line from the preceding text.

The pages of the manuscript must be numbered, in the bottom of the page, right-justified, beginning with page number 1.

FIRST-LEVEL HEADING - TEXT OF THE MANUSCRIPT 

The manuscripts will be included in the Proceedings CD as sent by the authors.

All illustrations, pictures, graphs, charts, tables, must be included in the text of the manuscript. Equations, formulas and tables should be centred (see Eq.1 and Table I). Include a title or name to pictures, graphs, charts and tables, including a number of order (see Fig.1). Also equations and formulas must be correlatively numbered. In the text, one can refer to them as they are referred above.
Pictures, graphs, charts, tables, can be either black and white or in colours; please do not use letters, symbols, etc., of very small size.
